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Abstract

A cross-sectional survey research of Opinion about Percep-
tions of information on H1N1 corona virus among Sirindhorn College
of Public Health Khon Kaen students. The sample size consisted of
80 students, randomly selected using stratified sampling method.
A self-administered questionnaire was used to collect data and data
were analyzed using percentage, arithmetic mean and standard
deviation. The results showed that: the most perception related to
disease information concerned is Disease Transmission with mean
score of 4.75(SD = 0.540) and Disease Prevention with mean score
of 4.75 (SD=0.464). The most perception related to disease control
policy is Public Relation about Disease Situation in the College with
mean score of 4.42 (SD = 0.695).
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
