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Abstract

The purpose of this paper was to report the development of an instrument for
measuring study burnout using anchoring vignettes. Research sample were 153 teacher
undergraduate students in Bangkok. Data were collected using a questionnaire survey and
analyzed by means of (1) nonparametric statistics using the anchor() package in R version 3.1.3,
(2) content validity and reliability analyses using SPSS version 22, and construct validity
analyses using LISREL version 8.7.2 The findings were as follow; (1) the examination of the 19-
item study burnout questionnaire using nonparametric anchoring vignette by the anchor()
package in R showed that there was no reversal sequence of any item in each scale. (2) The
examination of the 5-rating scale study burnout questionnaire, consisted of 20 items, reported
that the reliability of the scales was ranged from 0.817 - 0.883 and the reliability of the whole
questionnaire was 0.926, showing that the developed instrument has high level of internal
consistency. The content validity was checked by I0C of each item ranged from 0.60-1.00.
Construct validity analyzed by confirmatory factor analysis revealed that the model of
achievement motivation was fitted to the empirical data (Chi-square=72.46, df=93, p= 0.943,
GFI=0.950, GFI=0.900, RMR=0.045, RMSEA=0.000).
