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Abstract

Biometrical authentication technology is used to help preserve user data to be more
secure. For reasons of clarity in identifying user identity and identity verification in order to secure
user data on communication devices. Therefore, this research article aims to study the factors
affecting the intention to use biometric authentication on mobile applications. By reviewing
literature from various sources such as texts, articles, research, academic articles. The study
indicated that factors affecting the intention to use biometric authentication on mobile
applications, including user acceptance, user feedback management, attitude towards use, user
satisfaction and user loyalty all factors can be linked directly and indirectly to the intention to use
biometric authentication on mobile applications. Which is useful for planning and encouraging the

use of biometric authentication technology to effectively secure data on mobile applications
