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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to determine 1) the factors of public-private
partnerships in educational administration 2) the model of public-private partnerships in
educational administration and 3) the result of verification for factors and model of public-
private partnerships in educational administration. The research design and methodology have
been carried out in 3 stages. The first stage was to explore the factors of public-private
partnerships in educational administration from relevant literatures, concepts, theories and
related research findings including interview from 10 experts/expertise, and then to make
summary under content analysis methods for the valid variables. The second stage was to
collect data of factors and model for public-private partnerships in educational administration
through opinionairs as the quantitative research instruments. The quantitative data has been
collected from the respondents of all five main organizations in the Ministry of Education
which have 50 respondents from 5 organizations each, in the total of 250 respondents. The
statistics for data analysis were frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation,
exploratory factor analysis and path analysis. The third stage was to acquire the verification for
factors and model of public-private partnerships in educational administration from 8
experts/expertise. The statistics for data analysis were frequency, percentage and content
analysis.

The research findings revealed as follows:-

1. There were five factors of public-private partnerships in educational
administration which were governance, agreement and contract management, educational
innovation, promoting measures, and public policy.

2. The model consisted of five correlated factors for public-private partnerships in
educational administration. There were 4 independent variables which were governance,

agreement and contract management, promoting measures, and public policy while the
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dependent variable was educational innovation. [t also found that governance, agreement
and contract management, promoting measures and public policy have direct effect to
educational innovation. In addition, governance also has indirect effect to educational
innovation through agreement and contract management, and public policy while public
policy also has indirect effect to educational innovation through agreement and contract
management, and promoting measures. Apparently, the model illustrated goodness of fit with
empirical evidence.

3. The verification of research findings was considered by 8 experts/expertise that
factors and model of public-private partnerships in educational administration were found in

accordance with the standard of propriety, feasibility, utility and accuracy.
