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Rediscovering of the Public Space of Athenian “Agora”: Economical Marketplace,
Political Community, and the Battle Field of Philosophy
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Abstract

In the modern society, "Marketplace" has been always related to economic
activities. Nonetheless, the marketplace or another word “Agora” in ancient Greek
society, especially Athens, was hub of various activities in the polis—political, economic,
religious, and cultural aspect. The center of city, thus leading to the gathering of people
which made “Agora” became a mechanisms the Greek city-states, had moved to
different direction. In Athens, a unique city-state in which held both on democratic
government and a center of wisdom (from 500 B.C. onwards), where attracted poets,
playwrights, sophists, and philosopher came together. Hence, this article presents as a
public sphere of the agora, which served as a space of the intellectual competition in
philosophical and political realms. To point out that the competition turned into
deprivation for the philosopher. Similarly to the modern society that attempt to separate
an influence of various dimension. The social, economic, and political dimensions are
distinguished in order to maintain the Truth in its own space. But in the end, in the same

space cannot be denied the conflictual relation that still remaining.
