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The development of English supplementary reading materials using metacognitive
strategies for first year students in the faculty of Engineering and Industrial
Technology, Silpakorn University
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Abstract

The purposes of the research were 1) to develop and test the efficiency of
English supplementary reading materials using metacognitive strategies for first year

students in the faculty of Engineering and Industrial Technology, Silpakorn University; 2)
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to compare the students' English reading ability before and after studying the English
supplementary reading materials; 3) to study the students' using metacognitive strategies
in reading, and 4) to survey the students' opinions on the materials. The subject
consisted of 30 first year students of Engineering and Industrial Technology Faculty,
Silpakorn University, Sanamchan Campus, Nakhon Pathom Province, during the second
academic years 2011. The instruments used for gathering data consisted of: 1) eight units
of English supplementary reading materials using metacognitive strategies; 2) an English
proficiency test of reading was used as a pretest and posttest; 3) an interview form of
using metacognitve strategies in reading; 4) a questionnaire was used for surveying the
subjects' opinions on the efficiency of the constructed materials and 5) lesson plan 8
lessons. The experiment on English supplementary reading materials using metacognitive
strategies was conducted during 20 hours sessions over a five-week period. The results of
the study were as follows: 1) The efficiency of the materials was 77.29 and 81.11 percent
for the reading practice tests and the posttest, respectively. This means that the
constructed materials exceeded the expected criterion (75/75).; 2) The students' reading
ability after studying the English supplementary reading materials was significantly higher
than before studying the English supplementary reading materials at the 0.05 level.; 3)
The students were able to use metacognitive strategies in reading: planning strategy,
monitoring strategy, and evaluation strategy. and 4) The students' opinions on the eight

units toward the English supplementary reading materials were highly positive.
