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Reasons for Breaking Up the Romantic Relationship with Partner of Late-Adolescent and
Young-Adult Females
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Abstract

The purpose of this survey research was to compare reasons for breaking up the
romantic relationship with partner of late-adolescent and young-adult females. 125 late-
adolescent (18-21 years old) and 125 young-adult (26-35 years old) females participants must
had romantic relationship with partner for at least 6 months, have decided to break up within
the last 2 years and have not married yet. Reasons for Breaking Up the Romantic Relationship
with Opposite Sex Partner was used as the research instrument and data were analyzed by

Independent t-test.
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Results are as follows:

1. There are no difference in intimacy and identity and autonomy reason mean
scores between late-adolescent and young-adult females.

2. Late-adolescent females have higher external influences and aggression mean
scores than young-adult females significantly at .01 (t = 2.844, df = 248, p<.01), .001 (¢t = 4.586,
df = 248, p<.001) respectively
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
