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Abstract

An epidemiology course can be an abstract and students have to learn in limited time.
Changing teaching style is necessary to increase a student learning effectively. Blended
learning is teaching program that integrates face to face classroom and delivery of
content through electronic media. The purpose of this study was to explore learning outcomes
and satisfaction among students who experienced blended learning in an epidemiology
course. The study population consisted of 35 students who registered in the course for the
2" semester of academic year 2013. Data was collected by learning outcome and satisfaction
questionnaires and analyzed by descriptive statistic.

The results of the study More than half of the students indicated that blended learning
resulting in moderated degree of students’ learning outcome, for instead increase their ability
to search data via electronic media, students can apply their knowledge in real situation,
students can submit their homework on time, and students be enthusiastic to learn. More
than half of the students (66.67%) was moderated satisfy to learn in blended learning.

Students noted that the barriers to learn in blended learning was the speed and accessibility

of electronic media.

The results of this study can be used to develop blended learning class and should

be applied for an epidemiology course.
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
