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The Application of a Blended learning
Approach to an Epidemiology Course
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Abstract

This article presents the application of a blended learning approach to an epidemiology
course. The learners consisted of 43 students who registered in the course for the 2 semester
of academic year 2014. The results showed that the post-test TQF scores with the expected
learning outcomes of students in five domains, namely: ethical and moral development
(p<0.01), interpersonal skills and responsibility (p<0.01), analytical and communication skills
(p<0.05), and numerical analysis, communication and information technology (p<0.01). Student

(61.9%) indicated that they were very satisfy with blended learning.
