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Factors Influencing Quality of Life Among Disabled People

ABSTRACT

This cross-sectional survey aimed to
study the level of quality of life among disabled
people in Nakhon Pathom Province as well as
the predictive factors for their quality of life.
The study population totaled 9,039 physically
disabled and mobility people over 18 years
old. The selected sample size totaled 264
disabled people chosen by stratified random
sampling. The data were collected through
a survey and quality of life questionnaire from
1 July - 1 August 2015. Data was analyzed
by Chi-square test, Pearson’s correlation
coefficient and Stepwise-Multiple Regression
analysis. The results showed that 54.2% of

the disabled people had high levels of

quality of life followed by 45.8% at poor
level. The factors predicting quality of life
with a level of statistical significance (p<0.05)
were awareness of privilege and income.
These two factors could predict the quality
of life as correctly as 27.6%. Therefore, the
recommendations from this study should be
to promote the awareness of government
privilege for disabled people and enhance
their income. These recommendations would
lead to improved quality of life among disabled

people.
